REGULAR MEETING MINUTES FOR 8/14/07
Call to Order:

Commodore Richard Leijonflycht called the meeting of the Lake Washington Sailing Club to order at 19:31 PM.
Roll Call:

Signed and present were Roy Pitts, Richard Leijonflycht, Steve Fishman, Bryant Bowington, Steve Hamilton, Rich Glovin, Dan Clark, Les Juhaz and Gordon Christianer.  The combined board and membership attendees constituted a quorum.

Reading of the Minutes:

Gordon Christianer read the minutes of the 7/17/07 Regular Meeting   With one correction, the minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:

Rich Glovin indicated that he was putting the finishing touches on the 2006/2007 year end report and would have that for us next meeting.  He reported that as of August 14, 2007 we have $15,378.42 in the general fund and $34.00 in petty cash for a total of $15,412.42.  For the current fiscal year, July 1st to August 14th net income was a negative $1736.85, due in large part from the purchase of our new safety boat for $4000.  For the calendar year 1/1/07 to 8/14/07 net income was $3208.06.
Rich said that he received a phone call from the Port regarding his letter requesting that they send us a utility rate schedule.  They told him that they forwarded it on the engineer for action.  Rich also indicated that for 2008, we will have to file a report with the IRS.  This report applies to non-profits that make less that $25,000 per year.
Vice Commodore’s Report:

Steve Fishman handed out a report that listed members that have not responded with their 2007/2008 membership renewal and members who have indicated that they will not be renewing this year.  Richard and Gordon will try to contact the former group to encourage them to renewal.
Sailing Officer’s Report:

Dan Clark reported on the final count down to the Dinghy Delta Ditch.  He said, in speaking to Ken Crawford, everything is going to plan and that all of Ken’s positions are filled with back up drivers available if needed.  Ken will have a DDD meeting Thursday night to finalize everything.  Richard Leijonflycht will be Officer of the Day and Les Juhaz will be the Hospitality Team Leader.  Bryant Bowington reported on the BBQ menu offering to refuel those hungry sailors.  Richard suggested that he keep the initial food purchase tight with the option of making additional purchases if a larger that expected turnout occurs.  Bryant indicated that we were light on hospitality volunteers, so some arm twisting was called for.
Commodore’s Report:
Richard Leijonflycht reported that he had a meeting with fire inspectors the previous week at the club house.  This was an annual inspection to ensure that we were complying with approved standards of fire safety.  They indicated that our fire extinguishers have not been inspected recently and wrote us a fixit ticket for that.  They said that all fire extinguishers must be inspected by a licensed fire protection service and/or replaced every year.  If new extinguishers are purchased yearly, we must keep the receipts with date of purchase.
New Member:

Steve Fishman reported on an application from Bobbi Peckham.  She owns a Vegabon 14 and is anxious to enhance her sailing skills.  She was sponsored by Rich Glovin.  Dan Clark made a motion to accept Bobbi.  The motion was seconded by Bryant Bowington and approved.
