REGULAR MEETING MINUTES 11/11/08
Call to Order:

Commodore Richard Leijonflycht called the Regular Meeting of the Lake Washington Sailing Club to order at 19:04 hours.

Roll Call:

Signed and present were Bob Balkow, Michael Lazzaro, Ryan Lee, Steve Fishman, Roy Pitts, Stephen Jacobs, Bryant Bowington, Richard Leijonflycht, Ken Collier, Russell Odink, Rich Glovin, Gary Olson and Gordon Christianer.  Officers not present were Ken Crawford and Ryan Schofield.  The combined board and membership attendees constituted a quorum.

Reading of the Minutes:

Gordon Christianer read the minutes of the 9/9/08, 10/14/08 and 10/25/08 meetings.  Rich Glovin made a motion to accept the minutes.  Roy Pitts seconded the motion and the minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:

Rich Glovin reported that as of November 10, 2008 we have $22,527.84 in the general fund and $61.00 in petty cash for a total of $22,588.84.  For the current fiscal year, July 1st to November 10th, net income was $7,094.38.  For the calendar year January 1st to November 10th net income was $6,139.99.
UCD Sailing Club Report:

Ryan Lee presented four new student applications for membership.  They were: Kay Larsh, Matt Franks, Kevin O’Connor and Chelsea Haddock.  Richard Leijonflycht made a motion to accept the four new members.  Roy Pitts seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Sailing Officer’s Report:

Roy Pitts said the Turkey Shoot was an excellent regatta.  He said that it was well run and went very smooth.  He suggested that the new board plan early for next year’s regattas as this will make their jobs easier.  Richard said that we had four turkeys left over and that they were donated to a local food bank.

Port Captain Report:

Ken Collier thanked everyone for keeping the clubhouse clean.  He asked that during the off season we only use one crash boat.  This would reduce maintenance and only require one can of gas.  Next on Ken’s TODO list are the installation of lights and a second door under the clubhouse deck.
Commodore’s Report:

Richard Leijonflycht said that with tighter security issues, it is mandatory that all vehicles have the club stickers on their windshield.  He reported that the Port Manager, Mike Luken indicated that they won’t ask us to leave in the foreseeable future.  Mike also said that the main entrance gate will be moved farther down the road to the west some time soon and we will be sharing it with all the port traffic.  In the meantime, they will be closing the yellow gate one hour after dark and that there will be no overnight parking.

Unfinished Business:

Electric Bill Update:  Rich Glovin said that our electric bill from the port has three components; a power usage charge; a demand charge; and a customer charge.  The customer charge accounts for most of our bill, but we don’t know what exactly what it is and how the amount was derived.  After some discussion, Rich made a motion that he write Mike Luken a letter explaining that we are enclosing a check covering the power and demand charges and to request a meeting to discuss Mike Luken’s finding on the customer charge.  Roy Pitts seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  Rich also intends to discuss the security charges with Mike at that meeting.  Prior to the meeting Richard Leijonflycht will talk to the West Sac police sergeant involved in on-water security and Roy Pitts will get a hold of the Coast Guard for their position on the matter.
Turkey Shoot:  A review of the Turkey Shoot by those present, pronounced the event a success.  The consensus was that it ran very smooth with several minor suggestions for improvement.  It was suggested that we communicate to the membership before our Jazz Cup and Turkey Shoot regattas that no recreational sailing take place on those days.
New Business:

75th Anniversary: Rich Glovin spoke with Mickey Faucett about having the Historical Society approach the West Sacramento City Council to suggest that they present a certificate of achievement to LWSC at our spring Sail-a-Small Boat Day event.
Rich Glovin initiated the following resolution:  By vote of the board on November 11, 2008 be it resolved that on January 1, 2009 Gary Olson will be the club treasurer and signatory to club bank accounts.
