10/10/06 LWSC Minutes
Call to Order:
Commodore Ryan Schofield called the meeting to order at 7:20 PM.
Roll Call:
Members signed in and present were:  E. Abe, Ryan Schofield, Bryant Boyington, Chris Currier,

Les Juhasz, Jay Tendleton, Steve Fishman, Debbie Durant, Richard Leijonflycht, Dan Clark, and Doug McWilliams.

Reading of Minutes:
The Minutes of 9/12/06 were read and approved.
Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer Debbie D. did not give a written financial report, but stated finances were in good order.  An issue with a new property tax assessment was addressed, since the Port of Sacramento was taken over by the City of West Sacramento.  Richard L. reported that even if the Club contests the local property tax assessment, the current bill must be paid.   A formal protest of excessive taxation will be made later.  Richard explained that because the lease or license to use is renewed every year, that the taxing authority thinks it has the right to reassess property yearly.
Officer/Committee Reports:

Vice Commodores Report:  74 current members, 7 members in arrears, & 2 members resigned.

Richard L. stated that the Club’s Bylaws allow us to set penalty or late fees.  He suggested a late fee of $5.00 per month for the July 1st, then Sept. 1st be instituted a monthly fee of $5.00

This late fee was to encourage members to renew on time, so that it is not so time consuming or a hassle to get members to pay on time and keep the Club’s roster up to date.  A big discussion started about how to best accomplish the task of collecting renewal dues and how to assess late fees.  Ryan S. moved that the first late fee will be set at $5.00 for first due date of July 1st, then Sept 1st late renewal or 60 days after the mailing of the renewal applications date will start a monthly late fee of $5.00 according to the Club’s Bylaws, 2nd by Les J. and passed.
Chris C. moved to waive fees this year, 2nd by Les J., failed.
Because renewal notices were not sent out until around 8/13/06, the Board waives 1st penalty, and delays the 2nd penalty until November 1st then a monthly late fee of $5.00 be instituted to members renewing late. Bryant B. moved so, 2nd by Richard L., and passed.

***Outboard motor “gas storage” was discussed.  The Honda outboard motor is especially sensitive to gas quality, and should always be 91 octane.  The 2-stroke motor just needs a gas mix.  It was recommended as well that a gas treatment be used to preserve gas quality.

Port Captain/House Committee Report:
Port Captain Chris C. was present and reported that Oct. 2nd Sunday was a great social event and the people who provided food did an outstanding job of providing great eats for everyone.  The wind came up late in the afternoon.  Eleven sailboats were out.  The Oct. Workday will have breakfast of pancakes & sausage.  A 12 lb. turkey was designated for Turkey Shoot chili and bread.


Sailing Officer/Race Committee Report:  
Sailing Officer Dan C. reported the following.  The Turkey Shoot NOR is being sent out by Doug McWilliams this week. Volunteers are still needed for this event.  Participation is encouraged.

Additional chase and committee boats have been set up.  Protest committee needs to be set up with outside help for neutrality.  Race flags & equipment is partially in disarray, and needs to be organized.  It was suggested that Workday might be an excellent time to organize race stuff in the Clubhouse.  Scoring reporting issues were discussed, and a more efficient method of tabulating races still needs to be developed.  Thursday Night sailing might be reorganized for separate starts
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 for different classes. Discussion of best markers, hippity hops or actual markers occurred and which type of marker will last longer.  Volunteers are still needed for all phases of this event.
