Officer Reports:

Interim Sailing Officer:  Richard Leijonflycht reported on Turkey Shoot plans.  A big concern is the cost of turkeys as we cannot expect donated turkeys this year.

Port Captain:  Ken Crawford reported that he planned to issue the newsletter about October 1.

Past Commodore: Richard brought up the issue of Harvey Wilson’s membership.  He has a Hunter 38 anchored at the Port and somehow had a membership request approved in December of 2009.  Richard reported that he informed Mr. Wilson in the fall of 2009 in a lengthy conversation that the club does not allow members to anchor their boat at the Port.  Mr Wilson informed Richard that he was there just temporarily and that he would be moving the boat soon after he finished some work.  Richard informed him that keeping the boat at the Port was a matter of the Port’s jurisdiction and in any case, membership was not available.  A brief discussion of reasons for not allowing membership occurred and it was emphasized that the LWSC relationship with the Port was the primary reason for the policy.  Mr Wilson said that he did not want to cause any problems with the club.

            It was agreed that Richard would write a letter to the Board requesting that Mr.       Wilson’s membership be cancelled and a full refund be given Mr. Wilson upon return of his keys. 

New Business:

New memberships:  William Johnson-Hobie Hunter-14;  Richard Holland-no boat; Jonathan Renner, Banshee;  Steve Commack – no boat.

A discussion of fees to be charged for Port security at regattas ensued.  Ken Crawford suggested, and the Board approve a $5 per entry be added to all regattas’ fees and put into a fund to be used for Port security charges when they occur.  It was acknowledged that it is not possible to tell when fees will be charged in advance and they are not always charged so this described approach hopefully will build funds to cover the charges.

The meeting was adjourned at 945 pm.
