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2006 Summer Evening (Beer Can) Series 

Every Thurs. Evening from May 4th to Aug. 31st 

The Lake Washington Sailing Club is hosting our Summer Evening (Beer Can) series on the following Thursdays: May 4th, 11th, 18th, and 25th, June 1st, 8th, 15th, 22nd and 29th, July 6th, 13th, 20th, and 27th, and August 3rd, 10th, 17th, 24th and 31st. Lake Washington is the turning basin for the Port of Sacramento and the best places to sail in Sacramento.  One can expect the delta breeze to be around 10 knots with the occasional 20 knot day.   The cool delta breeze makes sailing at Lake Washington a welcome relief from the 100 degree temperatures that fry the rest of the Sacramento area, yet the warming water keeps the wetsuit in the locker and the T-Shirt and shorts on.  There really is no better time to sail at Lake Washington.  Our facilities include a clubhouse with a large deck, a launch ramp, and an eight hundred pound capacity hoist.  This regatta is open to any centerboard sailboat under 20ft length.

Entry & Fees

The entry fee is $20 US for LWSC members ($30 for non-Members) for the series.  The entry fee will cover all racing and regatta awards.  The entry fee for a single evening is $5 ($10 for non-members).

Racing

Up to five, short-course races are scheduled for each day with the first warning at 6:00 p.m.  Racing will be held under the 2005 to 2008 US Sailing, ISAF and the sailing instructions rules. 

Practice Days

On the 1st and 5th Thursdays of the Month, instead of racing, the evening will be used for practice and training.  Drills to practice tacking, starts, mark roundings, penalty turns, and other boat handling skills will be done instead.  The dates for these practice days are: May 4th, June 1st, Jun 29th, July 6th, Auguest 3rd and possible August 31st.  The decision as to whether August 31st will be a training day will be decided and announced by the end of the July 6th event.

Scoring and Classes

Three boats will constitute a class.  There must be 3 boats in attendance at 6 separate racing evenings (not practice nights) for the class to be scored as a class for the season championship.  Smaller classes start will sail in a Portsmouth division.

Awards will be awarded at the awards pizza/beer bash after the series (not yet scheduled) and include the following awards:

Season winner

Each evening winner

Each race winner

Best attendance (1st, 2nd, 3rd across all fleets)

Best sportsmanship (across all fleets)

Worst Capsizes or Collisions (1st – 3rd)

Most ill-conceived tactical move

Worst breakage

Location

To get to the clubhouse take the Harbor Blvd exit off of Business 80 in Sacramento.  Turn left from East bound 80 and Right from West bound 80, onto Harbor Blvd (going South) at the end of the exit ramp.  Turn right on Industrial Blvd.  Turn left into the Port at the yellow Iron Gate (less than ¼ mile) and cross the railroad tracks.  Travel approx. 25 yard and turn right onto the paved road. Follow the paved road to the end and turn right on to the gravel/dirt road to the parking lot.  See our website for more details.
