Rules 


This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the Lido 14 national class association and as otherwise amended in the sailing instructions.





Eligibility and Entry


This regatta is open to all eligible Lido 14 Class sloops as defined in the Lido 14 Class by-laws; however, only members of Fleets 8, 59 and 62 or unattached members residing within District II may be the District II Champion. Provided enough entries expressing interest are received, A and B divisions will be sailed. The District II champion will be determined from the A division entrants. Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it with the required fee to District II Secretary, Mark Dawson, 10011 Folsom Blvd. # 351, Sacramento, CA. 95827 by September 4, 2010.





Fees


The entry fee is $25.00. Entry fee includes Sunday's pancake breakfast for skipper and one crew. Additional meals will be $5.00 per person.
