Racing

Up to five, short-course races are scheduled for the day with the first warning at 11:30 a.m..  Racing will be held under the 2001 to 2004 US Sailing, ISAF and the sailing instructions rules. 

Scoring and Classes

Three boats will constitute a class and can receive a class start.  Smaller classes will sail in a Portsmouth division.

Awards will be presented after the last race as follows:
Four to six starters
1 award


Seven to nine starters
2 awards


Ten or more starters
3 awards

Location

To get to the clubhouse take the Harbor Blvd exit off of Business 80 in Sacramento.  Turn left from East bound 80 and Right from West bound 80, onto Harbor Blvd at the end of the exit ramp.  Harbor Blvd dead ends into to the main entrance of the Port of Sacramento at Industrial Blvd.  After going through the harbor gate, drive to the water, veer to the right across the railroad tracks and proceed down the dirt road to the club.
